There are six official Conference hotels. We hope these short descriptions will help you in your decision on where to stay. Please visit the individual hotel web sites for more details. 

The Grand Hyatt Hotel is the host hotel where half of the conference sessions, the opening reception, and the exhibit area will be located (the other sessions will be in the convention center). If you are looking for close and convenient, this is the place! 
The Hyatt Regency will let you experience the heart of the River Walk. The Regency is the only San Antonio River Walk hotel directly overlooking the historic Alamo and on the River Walk, connecting two of San Antonio's top destinations. Take advantage of the unequaled location in the heart of dining and entertainment in the evenings….of course during the day you will be at the conference! A beautiful 2.5 block walk; the Regency also offers complimentary internet in their sleeping rooms for the NACADA block only. Everyone should stop in and see the 16 story atrium lobby.

The Hilton Palacio del Rio is directly across the street from the Convention Center overlooking the River Walk. You get the luxury of a private balcony, close proximity to the conference, and the fun of the River Walk all in one! You will want to learn the history of this hotel….amazing!
The Historic Menger Hotel was built in 1859 and sits beside the Alamo, only a couple of blocks from the Convention Center. The Menger has housed personalities such as Theodore Roosevelt, Sidney Lanier, Babe Ruth, Mae West, Robert E. Lee, Ulysses S. Grant, and Sarah Bernhardt, to name just a few. The Menger has been a working hotel since 23 years after the fall of the Alamo. Elegant and affordable, you cannot go wrong with this choice!

The La Quinta Inn and Suites Convention Center is only a couple of blocks down the street…an easy, easy walk. If you are looking for a nice, affordable hotel, this is it. The La Quinta offers free high-speed Internet access, microwaves, refrigerators, and a complimentary hot breakfast. Well worth the very short walk.

The Sheraton Gunter is located in the heart of downtown. Take in a show at the Majestic Theater or stroll down the world-famous River Walk; both are just across the street. Built in 1909, the Sheraton is both comfortable and modern, but still retains its old world charm -- high ceilings, lots of wood accents. An easy 5 block walk, or catch the trolley just outside the door.
