and its leadership.

1. Completed Application form, which can be found below, should be saved to your PC, completed, and then submitted via e-mail attachment, along with item 2, listed next.

2.  Advising Resume/Vita, limited mainly to material that pertains directly to academic advising.
3. A description of student’s current area of study and career goals
4. List of previous or future regional conference participation
5. Two (2) letters of recommendation, on institutional letterhead, from officials at your institution, at least one of which must be from an instructor in your field of study. Please e-mail these letters along with the additional requirements to nacada@ksu.edu, no later than the January 29, 2010 deadline.
6. Official Graduate School Transcript
* Please note that a Reflection Statement is REQUIRED of Scholarship winners. This short reflection statement should be a reflection of the student’s experience at the Regional Conference and should not exceed one page in length. The Reflection Statement is due within one month following the Regional Conference attended and will be posted to the NACADA awards website.
